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PRESENTATION AND TERM PAPER GUIDELINES
1. CLASS PRESENTATION
During the winter term you will each do a class presentation on the topic of your term paper.  All topics must be discussed in advance with the instructor to ensure their suitability for the assignment.  Each topic must have a clear theoretical focus and gender must be a central theme in your discussion of the topic chosen.

The class presentation (and ensuing discussion) should take up 30-40 minutes in total.  In consultation with the instructor you must choose a reserve reading for the class which will give the other students some background on the topic you are presenting.  The article should be theoretical in focus in keeping with the theme of the class.

Guidelines for the presentation:

1.
Preparation of a 1-2 page outline (to include the title, brief summary and topic headings for the 
presentation). This must be handed in to me one week in advance of the presentation to arrange  
copying for distribution in class.
2.
Presentation of research in progress (the expectation of the completeness of your analysis will depend on whether you present early or late in the term) (20 -25  minutes)

2.
Presenter facilitates a brief group discussion of the reserve article and its connection to the other material discussed in class. (10 - 15 minutes)

The class presentation is worth 25% of your final mark and will be evaluated on the quality of your presentation, the suitability of your reserve material, facilitation of the group discussion on the reserve material, and your ability to link the theoretical issues in your presentation to previous issues discussed in class. The evaluation will also take into account whether your presentation comes early or late in the term.

Two presentations will be done per week during Thursday classes  commencing January 5. 
Seminar dates will be selected early in the fall term. 
2. TERM PAPER GUIDELINES
The term paper will account for 35% of your final grade.  It should be 15-17 double-spaced, typed pages in length.  Term papers are due in class, March 28. Late papers will be penalized at a rate of 5% per day.
Style and Content
Your term paper should be a revision of the material discussed in your class presentation and should incorporate the relevant criticisms and suggestions from the group discussion and the instructor's feedback.

Choose a focus which is narrow enough to be covered adequately in the essay.  The paper should begin with a clear statement of the thesis of the paper and a brief literature review of other analyses of the topic.  Use the body of the essay to develop your argument and be sure to substantiate it with specific examples from your readings.  Your theoretical approach should be clearly articulated early in the paper and consistent throughout.  If you are discussing a number of different theoretical approaches to your topic be sure to clarify which approach you feel is most relevant and substantiate your argument.

Direct and indirect quotes must be cited in a consistent style.  (Follow a standard sociological style from a journal such as Sociology or The Canadian Review of Sociology and Anthropology.

A complete list of Works Cited should be included at the end of the paper.  Non-sexist language should be used following the guidelines in Eicher and Lapointe's On the Treatment of the Sexes in Research  (available in the library.
