Material to be Covered: This course is an introduction to probability and statistics. We will cover the majority of the material in the brief version of Bluman’s book.
Grading Scheme: Assignments will be distributed on a regular basis (normally one per week) to be submitted for grading. (Due to the large class size, not every problem may be marked, but solutions will be distributed.) These will account for 15% of your final grade. Please note that late assignments will not be accepted under any circumstances, but your lowest assignment mark will be dropped in calculating your final grade. There will be one in-class midterm, tentatively set for October 24, which will account for 25% of your final grade. The final exam (which covers the entire course) will be held during the final exam period, as scheduled by the university, and it will account for 60% of your final grade. For the midterm, you will be allowed to bring a nonprogrammable calculator and one double-sided 8.5x11” sheet of notes, and for the final exam, you can bring two double-sided 8.5x11” sheets of notes.
