Text:  We will be using the manuscript version of my upcoming Springer textbook, Abstract Algebra: An Introductory Course. It has been distributed by email.

The final exam (which covers the entire course) will be held during the final exam period, as scheduled by the university, and it will account for 55% of your final grade.
