*  Write and upload a little bit each week (starting this week) using the same structure as the
chapters in your book. By the end of the term you’ll have a thorough study of the region

*  You’'ll be doing a final presentation and paper on a micro-region (within your larger region) for
25% of your mark (15% written, 10% presentation). By March you should have enough
material to do a presentation in class. Presentations will be scheduled during class time,
throughout March. You will all be expected to ask and answer questions

EXPECTATIONS:

e Regular attendance, of course. Readings are only supplemental to the course material
covered in the bi-weekly lectures, so it’s really important that you prioritize coming to all the
lectures. They’ll be so interesting you won’t want to miss them anyway.

e Submission of assignments is expected by class time on the date that they are due.
