The LU degree audit tool on myInfo does not always pick up the electives and may tell you that you do not meet the requirements. We do a manual audit at the School of Nursing, so we will note electives seen even if not identified on myInfo. 

In the Winter term, NURS-4502 and NURS-4503 will be offered in both six-week blocks. Students will use the clinical placement platform, HSPnet, to determine when they have been assigned to clinical approximately one month prior. Please watch your Lakehead University email for information about 4th-year placements. Students in NURS-4501 and NURS-4502 follow their preceptor(s) full-time scheduled rotation which is approximately 40 hours/week.

Registration for FB sections (second 6-week block) of theory courses is prioritized for students who completed NURS-4501-AA during the summer term.
