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1) Examine the concept of critical  or realigning election as applied to Canada.. Has the period of Liberal dominance come to an end? Is an era of conservative dominance emerging?

2) Despite talk of a “democratic deficit” Canadian political institutions remain unreformed. What  accounts for the resistance to change?

3) Is Canadian political culture changing? Are Canadians becoming Americanized?

4) Has the Charter resulted in a more activist Supreme Court? Examine concerns about judicial activism as they relate to the issue of same sex marriages.

5) Should Canada remain a monarchy? If not what should replace the monarchy?
6) Examine the process of leadership selection in major political parties.

7) Consider the financing of Canadian political parties Who should be eligible to contribute? Should tax incentives and/or government funding be increased?
8) Has official bilingualism strengthened national unity as conceived by Trudeau? Or does this view “misconceive” Canada? 

9) Consider the constitutional status of first nations as seen by the Royal Commission on Aboriginal People, Alan Cairns and Thomas Flanagan. What constitutional role should first nations have?

10) Are women well represented in parliament and provincial legislatures? What measures should be taken to deal with this issue?
11)  Is the Bank of Canada a democratic institution? Should it be?
