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1. Evaluate the Conservative government vision of the arctic. Should the government increase military spending to reinforce Canadian sovereignty?

2.  Examine attempts at senate reform. Consider the conservatives’ approach which appoints senators for 8 year terms.
3.  Assess how Canadian parties choose their leaders Who votes for leader, delegates or the rank and file? Consider the length of timer it takes to choose the disruptiveness of leadership  struggles the cost etc

4. Is official bilingualism a Canadian success story? Has it contributed to national unity/? Has it increased the bilingual portion of society?
5. Evaluate Canada’s record in climate change and the regulation of greenhouse gas? Is the tar sands oil “dirty oil”?
6. Evaluate the Charter of Rights and Freedoms. Has it become a source of national pride? Does it enhance democracy or give power to unaccountable judges?
7. Examine the role of immigrants in Canadian elections. How have  the conservatives  approached immigrant voters?
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8. Should Canada have a more open government? How would it achieve this?
9. Assess the budgetary impact of medicare. Will health care spending bankrupt provincial governments?
10. Does Canada suffer from a ’democratic deficit’? How has the Conservative government tried to deal with this?

11. Examine the role played by senior civil servants in Canada. Do they control politicians?
12. Is the impact of religion on politics increasing? Will conservatives Christians be an important part of a new governing coalition?

13. Examine the role of money in electoral politics. Is it adequately regulated?
