A critical exploration of how structural factors like poverty, housing policies, social stigma, and systemic inequalities shape the health outcomes of individuals experiencing homelessness. Topics may include access to healthcare, mental health and addiction, criminalization and policing, and public policy responses.

Course Learning Objectives

By the end of this course, students will be able to:

· Identify the major social determinants of health that contribute to homelessness. 
· Analyze the impact of trauma and mental health issues on individuals experiencing homelessness.

· Compare and contrast the experiences of different subpopulations experiencing homelessness (e.g., youth, Black People, Indigenous Peoples).

· Evaluate the strengths and weaknesses of current policies and interventions related to homelessness.

· Identify and evaluate evidence-based strategies for addressing the health needs of individuals experiencing homelessness.

· Develop a research project outline related to homelessness that clearly articulates the research question, methodology, and expected outcomes.

· Develop the ability to critically evaluate research articles by assessing the research question, methodology, data analysis, and conclusions.
