Examine the relationship between deputy ministers and other  senior public servants on the one hand and politicians on the other. Examine traditional views of this relationship and criticisms of the traditional view. How would the Gommery recommendations modify the relationship?

  2. 
Examine the use of citizens’ juries and assemblies to reform political institutions including  the electoral system.

  3. 
Examine the role of officers of parliament such as the Auditor General and the Official Languages Commissioner. Are they successful in making government more accountable?

  4. 
What impact has the information revolution had on the operation of government?  Will “e government” be more efficient and accountable? 

  5. 
How will the new conservative government approach aboriginal affairs?  Will it seek to implement the Kelowna agreement? Will they reject the “aboriginal orthodoxy” as advocated by political scientist Thomas Flanagan?

  6. 
Should Canada seek closer integration with the United States? For example should it seek to have a customs union with the US and/or adopt the American dollar as its currency?

 Examine the progress of New Public Management in Canada. Have attempts to apply private sector management techniques to the public sector been successful?

  8. 
Examine the impact of demography on Canadians public policy. Will an aging population create a crisis with regards to medicare, pensions and other programs?

  9. 
Has Canada’s role in the world declined? Will the increased military spending advocated by the new government restore Canada’s position in the world?

10. Should the federal government run a budget surplus and pay of the accumulated debt?
