Is voter turnout declining in Canada due to the declining turnout of the young? What accounts for this decline? What can be done about it?

3) 
Is multiculturalism a Canadian success story? Or does it encourage immigrants not to become integrated in Canadian society?
4) 
Assess the attempts of federal and provincial governments to promote Canadian popular culture. Is this a failure?
5) 
Examine attempts to make government more efficient by importing approaches from the private sector?
6) 
Is Pearsonian diplomacy passé? What role can Canada play in the international arena?
7) 
What role can federal language policy play in the issue of national unity? Consider the role of the Commissioner of Official Languages.
8) 
What is the impact of changing technology on Canadian politics?
9) 
Consider the conservative government’s approach to aboriginal issues. Has it rejected the “aboriginal orthodoxy” of the past? (Flanagan) You may compare the current approach to that of the previous government. (e.g. the failed First Nations Governance Act).

Examine Ontario’s role in Confederation. Do federal financial arrangements treat Ontario fairly?  Consider Ontarians’ political culture with reference to Ontarians” perception of the federal government,

Assess the attempts of  Canadian provinces to reform the electoral system.
