Regularly read the Chronicle-Journal, the Globe and Mail, the Toronto Star, The National Post, or McLean’s on Ontario politics, in addition to your home local newspaper. (Once a week, read a paper that you don’t like, just to see how the enemy is thinking. Read at least two Ontario political news stories every day.) 

Columnists who deal with provincial affairs: in the local Chronicle Journal: Christina Blizzard; *Eric Dowd; (has the most experience & knowledge of any writer at Queen’s Park.) in the G & M: Murray Campbell; in the Toronto Star: Thomas Walkom; most of these will be available on the internet. Graham Murray writes & publishes a newsletter available by subscription only, Inside Queen’s Park. (Something like $300.) A political journal that is interesting & genuinely independent is Straightgoods, available only by email subscription (relatively inexpensive). Professor Livio deMatteo’s monthly columns (on the political economy of Northwestern Ontario) in the CJ are almost always interesting). John McGrath’s weekly report/interview with host Lisa Lacko on  local CBC (Thurs., 8:15 am) is worth listening to.
