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CONTENT

This is a course on Third World Politics with concentration on one specific area of the Third World.  We will concentrate this year on the politics of Southeast Asian countries.  Students will be acquainted with selected issues of politics of these countries, e.g. colonial experience, nationalism and nation-building, nature and extent of pluralism, governmental structures, party systems, role of religion in politics, authoritarianism and transition to democracy.  Within the time lim its the main focus of analysis will be the five major countries:  Malaysia, Indonesia, Myanmar (Burma), Thailand and the Philippines.  Singapore, Brunai and Indo-China countries will also be examined briefly.

OBJECTIVES

The main objectives of the course are as follows:

a. to familiarize the student with the Political Systems of Southeast Asian countries;

b. to sensitize the students regarding the role of colonial countries in controlling the independence movements in the region;

c. to explain the forces that have led to the rise of military in some countries in the post independence period;

d. to examine the issue of nation-building

e. to analyze the process of transition to democracy in the region.
