This course is designed for students completing the Honours program in Political Science.  We will focus on the evolution of Nunavut, five years after the declaration of the new territory in April 1999.  Students will be required to collect information about various aspects of Nunavut’s evolution. This information will be made available a through the Reserve Desk at the Library and through a WebCT page that has been created for this course.  Each student will be required to choose a theme area to work in; the themes will be discussed and decided upon at the first class.


This course will also require students to read Strange Multiplicity by James Tully.  At each meeting, the first part of the class will be a lecture/discussion format during which the Instructor will engage students in a critical reading of this important book. The second part of every class will be devoted to group reports and discussions about the research themes pertaining to Nunavut.
