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POLITICS IN THE CANADIAN NORTH

This course is designed for students enrolled in the Honours program in Political Science and will focus on community politics in the Canadian North. The aim of this course is to understand community development in Northern Canada. The politics of the Canadian North involves indigenous and settler societies in a discussion over the future of resource extraction, economic development and what communities in the North will look like.

Attendance

Attendance will be taken every class. Students will be graded on the number of classes that they attend throughout the semester.

Annotated Bibliography

Students are expected to create a bibliography of 20 sources (4 from each of the subject areas) and annotate them for the class. Each annotation should be approximately one page in length. All material will be posted on WebCT and will be the reading material for the course. The final assignment will be handed in at the end of the semester.

Research Report

Students are expected to produce a 15-20 page research report on a topic of their choosing that fits within one of the subject areas of the course. Each report will contain at least 10-12 sources and will be due on the last day of class for the semester.

Final Assignment

Students will be given a take-home assignment that will require them to complete a short essay on the whole course that will focus on their experience and their understanding of the politics of The North in Canada.
