Consider the impact of multiculturalism on Canadian identity? Does it enhance Canadian identity or undermine it? Does it encourage Canadians to think of themselves in ethnic terms?

Is the distribution of income becoming more unequal in Canada? What impact has public policy had on this issue? Should this issue be on the political agenda?

What impact has the internet had on Canadian politics? Has it increased the number of sources of information? Has it made it easier to raise money?

How has the current government approached aboriginal issues? What is the significance of their dropping the Kelowna Accord which would have increased spending on aboriginal issues?

How do Canadian political parties choose their leaders? How might the method of leadership selection be improved?

Examine Canadian provincial and federal government’s regulation of water.

How should the government approach relations with the United States in the Obama era? Does the Obama presidency pose a threat or an opportunity for Canada?

Examine the Harper government’s approach to arctic sovereignty. Will this approach lead to conflict with other arctic nations such as the United States and  Russia?
