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1) Why has Canada been unsuccessful in limiting its production of greenhouse gasses? Consider the role of provincial governments, the geographical distribution of polluting industries and the political cycle as factors.

2) Examine the principles of Canada’s system of equalization. Should Ontario receive equalization if it meets the financial criteria?

3) Consider Canada’s role in Afghanistan. Should Canadian troops remain there until 2011 as the government proposes?
4) What is Ontario’s appropriate role in Confederation? Does Ontario contribute too much to Canada financially? How effective has Dalton McGuinty’s approach been?

5) Does the Canadian economic union achieve the advantages of an open market? Or do provincial policies significantly limit the economies of scale which should be associated with a federal state?

6) Assess the impact of the Charter of Rights and Freedoms on Canadian  politics. Does it undermine democracy by giving power to unelected judges?
7) Examine the challenge that demography poses Canadian policy makers. How will Canada cope with an aging population?

8) What accounts for the lack of progress in dealing with the democratic deficit at both the federal and provincial level?

9) Can Canada play a role in international affairs following that of Pearsonian diplomacy?

10)  How are Canadian political parties financed at the federal level? How could financing be improved?

11) What is the impact of the electoral system? How could the Canadian electoral system be improved?
12) Evaluate official bilingualism in Canada. Has it contributed to national unity?
