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1 Evaluate the processes used by the two major political parties to choose their presidential candidates. Is the process expensive and time consuming? Does it provide a good test of the candidates’ mettle? 

2) Evaluate the success of the war in Iraq. Has “the surge” resulted in American victory?

3} Compare the public policies of American states. Do differences in political culture explain differences in public policy?

4) Evaluate the Bush administration’s “No Child Left Behind” program to reform education. Has it resulted in improved performance of students? Is it a federal intrusion into state sovereignty? How do teachers view this program?

5) Examine the role of the south in American politics. Is the south the basis of a new Republican  coalition which will dominate American politics?

6) Should the United States adopt  English as its official language? Should Americans regard Spanish as a threat?

7) Examine the impact of the $10 trillion dollar federal debt (that may increase to $11.3 Trillion with the rescue package.
8) What is the impact of the internet on American politics? Consider the Obama campaign’s use of the internet to raise money.

9) Why is congress held in such low regard? Are these views justified?

10) Are African Americans accepted in American politics?

12) Examine the evolution of deregulation in the United States. You may consider airlines, trucking. finance, and telephone deregulation. Is this era coming to an end?
11) Examine the role of money in elections. Is the McCain Feingold legislation an effective control?
12) What role has religion played in the electoral success of the Republican party?
