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Synopsis

An introduction to the process of developing and implementing political strategy using analysis and case studies.  The course covers each of the steps in development of political strategy, including research, identifying opportunities or issues, searching for options, estimating outcomes, assessing options, choosing strategies, choosing tactics, etc.  The course focuses on case analyses by a variety of actors in the political system.

Grading and Assignments
Students will be required to present case studies of political strategy to the class for 40% of the final mark.  Students will be required to complete weekly assignments for 40% of the final mark.  Class participation is worth 20% of the final grade, and is awarded on the basis of the quality of a student’s questions and performance in the classroom simulations.  The exact number of assignments and case studies will depend on the final enrolment in the class.  Because other students’ work depends on the presentation of case studies, any students failing to present the case study when scheduled will automatically fail the course.
Objective 
To introduce students to the process of strategy in the political system, and to foster strategic thinking, methods in monitoring and analyzing the context and application of tactics.

Method 
Problem-based learning; experiential learning; ability-based learning; action analysis of dynamic processes of politics in large or small organizations and/or groups.
